Green Anole
Scientific Name: Anolis Carolinensis 

Length: 5-7 inches

Distribution: United States

General Information

Green Anoles, mistakenly known as the American Chameleon, live in southern United States. They’re arboreal lizards so they can be found in bushes and bottom of trees. Anoles have a dewlap, a fan like throat used to show aggressive displays and attracting mates. When picking your anole, make sure it has a rounded body and a clear vent. Make sure your anole is small, bigger anoles are older and can die quicker.

Lighting & Heating
A good heat source could be a 50 watt basking bulb in 1 heat lamp, and in the night switch the basking bulb out with a night bulb to maintain night temperatures. You also need a 10-15 watt UVB bulb put in a heat lamp too. That should be left on 12-14 hours a day in the summer, in the winter it should be left on for 10 hours.

Humidity
Keep the humidity at least 50%. You can use a hand sprayer

Housing

A 10 gallon fish tank can house 2 adult anoles. Never put 2 male anoles together. Some substrate you can use is peat moss or orchid bark; I use Zoo Meds Repti Bark. You will also need a branch or piece of driftwood put over the basking area so the anole can get heat. Put some plants in so the anole can hide and explore. You can use artificial plants or real plants. A real plant you can use is photos. I use spider plant. Put a half log in your tank too so the anole can hide.   

Feeding
Anoles primary diet should be gut loaded crickets. You can feed crickets a company food or oranges and some crushed dried cereal.  Crickets can be kept in a small sweater box with a food dish and some wet cotton balls or wet towels, napkins, paper towels etc. Crickets need to be stored in a cool place. Other anole food can be mealworms and flies, but these should not be a anoles primary diet.

Water

When you spray your anoles cage, the anole will lap the water from the leaves, the notice the flashing droplets of water on the leaves. Anoles do not require a water dish, but some like to soak in it. I have never seen my own anoles every do this.
Health/Disease 

Anoles change color when there under stress, cold or hot, or when they just aren’t feeling happy. Black spots behind anoles eyes means they are under extreme stress or very ill. Anoles are not recommended to go to a herp vet. Vets don’t have much care for such small lizards and the little care they can do for the anole is a lot of money.

Other Things
Never pick up a green anole unless if you have to clean the cage or move it somewhere else. And never pick it up by the tail, it will fall off.
